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Executive Summary

Survey Intro:

¢ Indiana Tobacco Prevention and Cessation (ITPC) and the American Cancer Society
contacted the Survey Research Center to conduct a public opinion survey in Marion
County (part of a larger project to study many Indiana counties).

e Purpose: to assess public opinion about smoking, second hand smoke and support for an
ordinance requiring smoke-free public places.

o Describe sample: N=606, representative of adults in Marion County with a margin of
error of no greater than +/- 3.9%. (85% registered voters, 73% white, nearly 42% had a
college degree or higher, 16.5% are current smokers)

Workplace issues:
e Almost 89% of Marion County workers who work indoors do so in a smoke-free
environment
e The majority (87%) agree that all Marion County workers should be protected from
secondhand smoke in the workplace —67.7% of smokers agree.

Public Health:

e Over 83% agree that restaurants, bars and other public places would be healthier for
customers and employees if they were smoke-free -62.7% of smokers agree.

e Over half of respondents (61.5%) agree that exposure to secondhand smoke is a serious
health hazard.

e When asked about restaurants, bars and other public places, 83.5% of adults in Marion
County feel that rights of customers and employees to breathe smoke-free air are more
important than the rights of smokers to smoke in those areas.

Restaurants and Bars:

e Over two thirds (69.5%) of adults in Marion County would support an ordinance in
Indianapolis prohibiting smoking in all workplaces including restaurants, bars, and
bowling alleys. Over three quarters (80.9%) of respondents support an existing
Indianapolis ordinance which bans smoking inside most public places (e.g. workplaces,
public buildings, offices and most restaurants)

e Approximately 43% of Marion County adults say they would continue to go out as often
as they do now if a broader smoke free ordinance was passed; 16.4% say they would go
out less; but 40.3% say they would go out more. (net gain)

e Throughout Indiana, a majority would continue to eat out in their home county as much
as they do now if a smoke-free ordinance were passed; and in general twice as many say
they would eat out more than those who say they eat out less if a smoke-free ordinance
were passed.
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Conclusion
e Recognition by the public of the hazards of secondhand smoke
e Majority support for an ordinance that would prohibit smoking in public places like
restaurants, bars, and bowling alleys in Indianapolis.
¢ No indication that passage of such a law would have a negative impact on restaurants,
bars and bowling alleys in Marion County; if anything there is evidence that business
might increase.
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Methodology

Survey sponsored by: The American Cancer Society and Indiana Tobacco Use
Prevention and Cessation

Purpose of Study: To survey Marion County residents concerning their current
knowledge of tobacco use and behaviors as well as their attitudes regarding smoking in
public places.

Sample description: The population for the survey was randomly selected adults (those
over 18 years of age) residing in Marion County, IN.

Sample and data collection: Data was collected by telephone interviews. The average
interview lasted for approximately 6.7 minutes. Respondents were informed at the outset
of the phone call that their participation was voluntary and their responses confidential.

Response Rate- 32.4% (Response Rate is defined as the number of completed interviews
divided by the number of eligible respondents in the sample.)

o Cooperation Rate= 44.1% (The proportion of all completed interviews of all
eligible respondents ever contacted.)

o Refusal Rate=41% (The proportion of all respondent interview refusals or
breakoffs of all eligible cases.)

o Contact Rate= 77% (The proportion of all cases in whichalhe e ho| d 6 s
respondent was contacted.)

Weighting: Data was weighted to compensate for nonresponse by respondents of certain
age and gender characteristics. The weight (W) for a respondent with a specific age and
gender combination (i) is determined by dividing the proportion of people in the entire
population (P) with that combination by the proportion of the people in the survey sample

Sampling Error: When using the entire sample, the error for this study does not exceed
+/- 3.9%.

Interviewing Process: The telephone survey was conducted by the Survey Research

Center at IUPUI located at Madame Walker Plaza, Suite 260, 719 Indiana Ave in

Indianapolis, IN. The survey was carried out by supervised interviewers working at the

SRC. Data collection began on October 28, 2008 and ended on November 7, 2008. At

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Findings

The American Cancer Society and Indiana Tobacco Use Prevention and Cessation (ITPC)
commissioned the Survey Research Center at [IUPUI to conduct a random-digit-dial telephone
survey of Marion County residents concerning their current tobacco use knowledge and
behaviors as well as their attitudes regarding smoking in public places. The following report

details the main findings from this research.

Demographics and Characteristics

Interviews were conducted with 606 Marion County adult residents. The data obtained from
the interviews and reported in this document were weighted by age and gender to account for the
known non-response bias in the sample. A detailed explanation of respondent selection and
weighting procedures can be found in the Methodology Statement.

Respondents were first asked a series of questions to verify their eligibility for inclusion in the
study. In order to be interviewed, respondents were required to verify that they were at least 18
years of age and a current resident of Marion County, Indiana. Table 1 illustrates selected
demographic characteristics of these individuals.

The unweighted percentages reflect the actual distribution of the respondents who participated
in the survey. Following professional standards, the results are weighted to compensate for the
known discrepancies between age and gender distributions in the sample compared to the Census
data for this county. The result is a dataset that closely reflects the actual responses of the
population.

As Table 1 illustrates, 53.1% of the residents of Marion County are females. Over 44% are
between the ages of 25 and 44; slightly over one quarter (26.5%) are between ages 45 and 64.
The smallest age cohort is also the youngest. Respondents 18-24 comprise 13.4%. Twenty seven
percent identify as racial or ethnic minorities. More than a quarter (28%) percent have graduated
from high school, 21.2% have attended college and 31.5% of residents have graduated from
college. The average reported yearly household income was between $25,000 and $50,000. The
median income was also between $25,000 and $50,000. Approximately 24% reported household
incomes below $25,000.

Eighty five percent of residents are registered voters. Of those stating a political affiliation,
42.5% report being Democrats and 25.9% identify themselves as Republicans. Approximately
24.8% identify as Independents.

Almost two thirds (64.8%) are employed outside the home. The majority (84.1%) of those

working outside the home do most of their work indoors.
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Tobacco Usage

Over half (56.3%) of Marion County residents report they have never smoked cigarettes
regularly. Less than one quarter (21.5%) of residents report that they are former smokers.
Approximately 23% of former smokers have quit in the past five years. Approximately 16.5%
report that they are currently regular smokers.

Nearly 90% of those residents who work outside the home andare primarily indoors while at
work report that smoking is not allowed anywhere in their workplace. Only 3% report that
smoking is allowed in designated areas. Approximately 3% reported that smoking was allowed

anywhere and 5% reported no official smoking policy, (Figure 1).

Well over half (61.5%) of residents feel exposure to secondhand smoke is a serious health
hazard. One quarter (25.7%) consider it a moderate health hazard and 10.8% feel it is a minor
hazard. Two percent regard secondhand smoke as no hazard at all, (Figure 2) The relationship
bet ween gender and per c e p tsigndficast. Owef halls(5.2%) ofd h a n d
men regard it as a serious health hazard. Over two thirds (69.7%) of women view it as serious.
Three percent of men and 1.6% of women regard it as no hazard.

Fifty three percent of Marion County residents state they are very concerned about the
effects of second hand smoke, 28.5% are somewhat concerned, and 13.2% are not too concerned.
Approximately 5% state they are not at all concerned.

Smoking history also has a significant relationship withsecond hand smoke’ s ri sk
perception. Thirty seven percent of current smokers consider it a serious health
risk while 71% of those who have never smoked view it as such. Current smokers have the
smallest range of variation across the perceived hazard categories (5.7%-37.4%). Former
smokers exhibited much wider ranges across categories (1.6%-59.5%%) as did those who have
never smoked (0.6%-70.9%), (Figure 3.

Whose Rights Are More Important: Customers and Employees or
Smokers?

Respondents were read the following and asked to indicate which they felt was more

important:

e The rights of customers and employees to breathe clean, smoke-free air in restaurants

bars, and other public places

e The rights of smokers to smoke inside restaurants, bars, and other public places

These two statements were read in a random order across all interviews.

Approximately 84% felt the rights of customers and employees should take precedence. Only
9.1%fel t t hat smoker s’ ri ghts were more 'smportan
rights were equally important while less than 1% thought neither was important, (Figure 4) Of
those who felt customer/employee rights were more important, 78.5% thought they were much
moreimportant and 21.5% thought they were somewhat morenmportant. This trend is reversed
in regard to those who favored smokers’ right

voters. Self-identified Democrats and Republicans differed in their support of
customer/employee rights equaling 45.5% and 23.4% respectively. Independents comprised
248% of those advocating customer/ employee ri gl
27.9% Republican, 32.6% Democrat and 27.9% Independent. Those finding both equally
important consisted of approximately 28.6% Democrat, 42.9% Republican, 17.1% Independent,
and 11.4% were of some other political affiliation.

Sixty three percent of current smokers felt customers/employees rights were more important;
22% of currentsmokersfa v o r e d s mo Kheteerspercent feltghlat bosh were equally
important. Former smokers strongly favored customers/employees rights (82.9%); 11.4%
supported s mo k e r Niriety ane pgrcant o$ those who have never smoked stated

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In regard to perceived health hazards of secondhand smoke, the largest group in support of

customer/employee rights was that which felt it is a serious hazard (70.3%). Approximately

24.9% of the same supporters were those who felt secondhand smoke was a moderate risk.

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Statements Regarding Smoking in Public Places
Respondents were read two statements and asked to indicate their level of agreement with

each. Eighty seven percent agreed that Marion County workers should be protected from

exposure to secondhand smoke in the workplace. Eighty nine percent of Indianapolis residents

agreed. Eighty four percent of all respondents agreed that smoke-free restaurants and other

public places would be healthier for customers and employees; eighty three percent of

Indianapolis residents agreed. (Table 2)

Ninety three percent

of those who consider exposure to secondhand smoke to be a serious health hazard agree with

the preceding statement. Eighty one percent of those perceiving exposure to be a moderate

hazard also agree. Thirty three percent of those who consider secondhand smoke no hazard

agree restaurants and other public places would be healthier if smoke-free.

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Almost 63% of current smokers agreed that smoke-free restaurants/public places would be
healthier. However, the percent increases considerably among former smokers (84%) and among

those who have never smoked (91%), (Figure 7).
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Outcomes of Hypothetical Laws Prohibiting Smoking

Over two thirds (69.5%) of residents say they would support a law in Indianapolis prohibiting
smoking in all workplaces including restaurants, bars, and bowling alleys. Slightly over one
quarter (27.2%) said they would oppose such a law. A broader law prohibiting smoking in all of
|l ndi anapolis’s workplaces garners more female
women stated they would support such a measure. Sixty percent of males expressed support.
Well over three quarters (84%) of those who have never smoked would support the law banning
smoking in all Indianapolis workplaces. Thirty one percent of current smokers would support
the same law.

There is a significant relationship between support for a broader law in Indianapolis
prohibiting smoking in all public places and the perceived risk of secondhand smoke, (Figure 8).
Eighty six percent of those who think secondhand smoke is a serious health threat would support
the law. However, 72% of those who perceive a minor hazard, and 83% who feel it is not a

hazard say they would opposesuch a law.

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An i n d ibelief doocerring v8hose rights are more important, customers and employees
or smokers, is also significantly related to whether he or she would support an expanded law
prohibiting smoking in Indianapolis. As mentioned earlier, individuals were asked to indicate
whose rights are more important: the rights of customers and employees to breathe clean, smoke
free air in restaurants, bars and other public places or the rights of smokers to smoke inside
restaurants, bars and other public places. Eighty four percent of those who favored
customer/employee rights said they would support the expanded non-smoking law in
Indianapolis. Incontrast, noneof t hose favoring smokeagmsking ri ght s
law.

Almost three quarters of Indianapolis respondents (72.8%) stated they would support a law in
Indianapolis prohibiting smoking in all workplaces including restaurants, bars, and bowling

alleys (Figure 10) This was similar to the county wide support rate of 69.5%.

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Conclusion

Like most other similar surveys throughout Indiana, there is recognition by the public of the
hazards of secondhand smoke. Eighty seven percent of adults in Marion County feel it is at least
a moderate health hazard; sixty two percent feel it is a serious health hazard. The ordinance that
currently prohibits smoking in most public places such as public buildings, offices, and
restaurants in Indianapolis is supported by over three quarters (80.9%) of adults in the county.

An expanded ordinance that would prohibit smoking in public places including all restaurants,
bars, and bowling alleys is supported by more than two thirds (69.5%). There is no indication
that passage of such a law would have a negative impact on restaurants bars, and bowling alleys
in Indianapolis; if anything there is evidence that business might increase.
